      To be clear, we are happy and grateful for all the appropriate traffic that comes in and 

out of Hope  Church.  We are a busy place, and to God be the glory !  But there are a few ways 

we need to ask for more of your help, with insuring our building's security.  It has come to our 

attention that sometimes after an event, or after Sunday services, 1 or more doors to the build-

ing have been left ajar or unlocked. 

 

      So, whenever possible, please adopt these safety practices: 
 

     *1    Exit the building through a door that is still open, has not already been manually      

  locked, or is a door that will lock on its own once you walk out. 
 

     *2    Watch to see that doors close tight behind you.  Give a push or a tug to make sure. 
 

     *3    If you arrive at church at any time, and find a door partly open or unlocked, and you 

   know it should not be that way, please do this.  Call the church office as soon as you 

   can, and leave a voice message for Joyce and Jill.  Explain the day and time you no

   ticed the breach, and also say which door(s) it was.  That will help us keep track of  

   when problems are happening, and will give us some ideas for prevention strategies.
