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Pastorõs Message  

                Living the SeasonéEpiphany 

 

Dear friends, 

 

When is the last time you had an óa-haô moment?  In my sermon on the first Sun-

day of this year, I talked about the word ñEpiphanyò as a description of an ña-haò 

moment.  That unexpected moment when you figure out the algebra problem that 

been confusing you all week.  That surprising moment when you discover a new 

path for your life.  That startling moment when you realize the person in front of 

you really does understand you.  That awe-inspiring instant when you truly feel 

the embrace of Godôs love. 

 

In the Christian story, Epiphany Day marks the ña-haò moment when we realize 

that God has entered our fragile world in the form of a fragile baby, the Christ 

child. The season after this remarkable day is a time for us to take that ña-haò 

moment and weave its message of divine love into our lives of faith and disciple-

ship. 

 

How that weaving takes place might look differently for each of us. We might 

weave more spiritual practices in our days and weeks that help us focus on that 

love.  We might reflect upon our discipleship, and ask ourselves the question 

ñhow am I sharing Godôs love in what I do and say?ò  We might jump into a new 

ministry here at Hope as a renewed commitment to sharing Godôs love.  We 

might call our pastor and meet her for coffee to talk further about ways to re-

spond to the ña-haò moment of Epiphany (thatôs an invitation, by the way!) 

 

However we respond to the Epiphany of Christ born among us, we do so togeth-

er.  As we worship together each Sunday in this season after Epiphany, may we 

find more, if perhaps quieter, óa-haô moments that bring us closer to Godôs love 

and to each other.
